Rules for Riding the Bus

1. Arrive at the bus stop three to five minutes
before your scheduled departure time and
confirm that the route number for your bus is
correct before boarding the bus.

2. Before boarding, stand in a location where you
will be visible to the bus operator and signal
the operator that you wish to board.

3. After boarding the bus, please sit down imme-
diately. If there is standing room only, please
stand behind the line and keep aisles clear.

4. Reserve the front seats for persons with
disabilities or seniors.

5. Always respect fellow passengers.
6. Do not bring food or beverages on the bus.

7. Strollers and shopping carts must be folded
and removed from the aisle.

8. Only service animals are allowed on buses.

9. Do not cross in front of the bus after exiting;
wait until the bus has departed.

10. Wear headphones when listening to music
and please limit cell phone use for emergency
situations ONLY.

Rules of Conduct

comfort of all passengers. GATRA reserves the
right to refuse transportation to any person under
the influence of intoxicating beverages or drugs or
to a person whose conduct or personal hygiene is
such as to make them objectionable to other

passengers.
